THE EXISTENCE OF GOD



BELIEF OF ATHEISTS REGARDING GOD

• Atheists do not believe in God or a 
Higher Power.

• They think there is no clear proof  
that God exists in the world.

• Many atheists believe the world can 
be explained by science.

• They may think religion was 
created by people to explain things.

• Some atheists say, “We don’t know 
everything,” but they want proof  
before believing.



• For a person who doesn’t believe in 
God or a higher power, it is Difficult 
to explain the concept of  God to 
them

• However, we can say to an Atheist 
that all the things around us have 
been created by God.

BELIEF OF ATHEISTS REGARDING GOD



It has to be created by a supreme being as: 
• Man is not capable and has not been given the 

power to create things in perfection in the way 
that they have been created by God

• It would not be possible for man to create 
everything in a short amount of  time because 
over the years, natural disasters and wars have 
taken place which requires things to be made 
again.

• This leaves us with the question “Has man 
created things multiple times over and over 
again?” 

BELIEF OF ATHEISTS REGARDING GOD



• Another question to ask is “How many 
people were required to create the 
world?”

• If  it is a large number of  people then, 
how were they all successfully able to 
create the world without any disputes and 
arguments and worked in harmony with 
each other when we see in today’s society 
that even family members cannot live 
with each other?
