WHAT IS FAIRTRADE DAY?

• Fairtrade is when people who make the things 
we buy, are treated fairly and paid properly for 
their hard work. 

• Fairtrade is essential for people working in 
poorer, less developed countries.

• There are a number of Fairtrade logos on the 
packaging of items to tell us if the product is 
Fairtrade. 

• Fairtrade groups have been set up to form 
positive relationships between producers and 
buyers.



HISTORY OF FAIRTRADE

• In 1946, Byler, who was an American 
businesswoman, visited a women’s sewing group in 
Puerto Rico.

• She began selling the group’s crafts to friends and 
neighbours in the USA.

• In the 1940s and 50s, some groups started to work 
together to ensure farmers and workers, particularly 
in poor countries, got a fair deal.

• Over time, more and more people around the world 
started to support Fairtrade, and In 1992, the 
Fairtrade Foundation was established.

• Examples of some Fairtrade products are tea, 
chocolate, sugar, vanilla, and fruit.

The editor, due to religious 
differences, reported the matter, 

and a legal case was filed against 
him. When summoned to court,
